New Leadership in Basic Science
Duane A. Compton, PhD, has been appointed
Associate Director for Basic Sciences at Norris
Cotton Cancer Center. In this capacity Dr. Compton
has oversight of cancer research in the basic sciences,
ensuring coordination across laboratory research
groups to encourage new discoveries and their
translation into clinical use. A professor of biochem-
istry at Dartmouth Medical School, in his 16 years at
Dartmouth Dr. Compton has developed a research
focus in mechanisms of chromosome segregation
during cell division and the effects of chromosomal
instability in human tumor cells.

Frederick (Erick) Lansigan, MD,
has joined the staff at Norris Cotton
Cancer Center in Lebanon to 
provide comprehensive services for
the evaluation and treatment of
lymphoma and other hematologic
malignancies.

Increasing
Colorectal 
Cancer
Screening
New Hampshire has
been awarded $3.5 
million over five years
by the Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC) to

increase colorectal cancer screening for residents
aged 50 and older. Colorectal cancer is the second
leading cause of cancer deaths among men and
women aged 50 and older in the United States. 
Dr. Lynn Butterly, Director of Colorectal Cancer
Screening at DHMC and Community Liaison for
Norris Cotton Cancer Center, is Medical Director of
the new Colorectal Cancer Screening Program
(CRCSP) funded by the grant.

Kari M. Rosenkranz, MD, has
been appointed as Medical
Director of Norris Cotton Cancer
Center’s Comprehensive Breast
Program (CBP). As Medical
Director, Dr. Rosenkranz partners
with the CBP’s Scientific Director,
James DiRenzo, PhD, in moving
cutting-edge research in breast
cancer into new therapies for patients.
