an event the size of The Prouty and lessen its carbon 
footprint,” says Eva. “Our goal is eventually to reach
zero waste, but we’ll do that incrementally. If we add 
composting to the recycling already being done, we’ll 
have taken an enormous step in the right direction.”

Teamwork
Moving The Prouty towards zero waste has brought together
many organizations that care greatly about recycling, 
composting and waste removal. In addition to Eva
Christensen, who is guiding the effort, Gary Hill, Director,
Recycling Services at Dartmouth College; John Leigh,
Waste Management at Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical
Center; and Todd Gammell of Northeast Waste, are key to
making this transition possible.

By the time the Prouty food tent opens on Friday, July 10,
50 “Green Team” volunteers trained by Christensen will be

ready to guide everyone in the
art of sorting compostables, 
recyclables, and trash__supported
by Jen Packard of Lui Lui
Restaurant; Bob Barr, (pictured 
at right), who runs the food tent;

Multiple waste stations
throughout the event site will 
be manned by Green Team 
volunteers. Compostable paper,
